COURSE DESCRIPTORS
 
Developing Multi Skills in Sport – 16yrs+
This award has been developed by sportscotland to help coaches/leaders who work with young children.   The course helps coaches/leaders understand the basic skills children need to develop their physical literacy which is the foundation for taking part in PE, sport and physical activity.

Netball Getting Started – 14yrs+
This course is designed for those who are interested in coaching grass roots netball.  After completing this course the individual will be able to:
· Understand the fundamentals for coaching primary school children.
· Have knowledge on a range of drills and how to apply them. 
· Introduce Netball Specific skills. 	
· Plan and deliver a session and confidently deliver to a group.

Badminton Basics – 14yrs+
Badminton Basics is the first step on the coaching pathway.  The course focuses on fun games for beginners, allowing participants to lead sessions at schools and assist more experienced coaches at clubs. 
	Sports Leader Level 4 – 12yrs+ (S2+)
Sports Leader 4 is a nationally recognised qualification that enables successful learners to assist in leading purposeful and enjoyable sport/physical activity, under direct supervision. The course will include: 
· developing leadership skills
· planning, delivering and reviewing sport/physical activities
· leading activities which promote a healthy lifestyle.
This award carries 5 SCQF credits.



	Dance Leader Level 4 – 12yrs+ (S2+)
DL4 is a nationally recognised qualification that enables successful learners to assist in leading
purposeful and enjoyable dance activity sessions, under direct supervision.  The course will include:
· establishing leadership skills
· planning, delivering and reviewing dance sessions
· leading fitness based dance activities which promote a healthy lifestyle
· using music as a stimulus in dance
This award carries 5 SCQF credits.
